Pornography. It's a $57 billion a year global industry, and the
U.S. is the largest producer, consumer and exporter of porn in the world. It's rampant on
campus. How many lives are harmed by it as it permeates society is impossible to compute,
but one of the casualties is Michael Leahy.

Leahy, a self-professed recovering sex addict, told his compelling story at UW-Whitewater on
February 21. He shared intimate details about his growing obsession with porn, and how it
changed the way he viewed and treated both women and men and ended up costing him a
15-year marriage and family of two boys.

Campus Crusade sponsored his multi-media presentation,

not just to expose the trap of pornography, but also to convey hope and spiritual recovery.
Leahy’s presentation featured men and women who saw their lives being destroyed by their
sexual addictions, and how they found freedom through a relationship with Christ.

Because we're a large student organization, print reporters have sought
out Scott's and our students’ comments for stories on campus, It's kind of fun
to have Scott's photo and quotes on the front page and have his photo labeled
the picture of the day on an online news site.

But the time pictured above was probably the media experience that was the
most fun this year. Two weeks ago, Scott brought Shanti, an articulate student
involved in our ministry, with him for an hour interview on AM 1310 WIBA, the
leading local talk station. While each of the media occasions described above
had potential to expand people's view of God and what He can do in their lives,
during this interview, they got to explain the ministry over the airwaves while
having a fair amount of time to describe what it means to have a relationship
with God through Jesus. It was a fun complement to normal campus ministry.
