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When Scott spoke about Jesus being the Light of the World at the sec-
ond Primetime meeting of the year, a number of  students indicated 
decisions to trust Christ.  Probably each week this year we’ve seen 
students make professions of faith in Christ through personal conversa-
tions as people in our movement take the initiative to share their faith.
